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Cwestiynau am Grant Gwirfoddolwyr Ifanc Gwynedd 

FAQs Gwynedd Youth Volunteering Grant 

CYMRAEG 

Beth yw'r grant? 

Bwriad y grant yw cefnogi gweithgareddau gwirfoddoli ieuenctid ledled Cymru. Rydym 

yn diffinio gwirfoddoli ieuenctid fel gwirfoddoli rhwng 14-25 oed. Dylai syniadau 

prosiect gael eu cynllunio a'u cyflwyno gan bobl ifanc. 

Ar gyfer beth y gellir defnyddio'r grant? 

Bydd y grant yn blaenoriaethu prosiectau sy'n mynd i'r afael ag un neu fwy o feysydd 

blaenoriaeth y Ddeddf Llesiant Cenedlaethau’r Dyfodol, Llywodraeth Cymru. Fe ddylai 

prosiectau hefyd gael effaith gadarnhaol ar y gymuned ehangach. 

Pwy sy'n gymwys i gael grant? 

Prif bwrpas y grant yw i ariannu prosiectau sydd yn cael eu harwain gan bobl ifanc. Fe 

ddylai prosiectau fod yn rhan o fudiad / grŵp neu sefydliad sydd â chyfrif banc. Os nad 

yw hyn yn bosib, mae posib ffurfio partneriaeth gyda mudiad / grŵp neu sefydliad 

sydd â mynediad at gyfrif banc ble gellir talu'r grant. 

Mae ein cais wedi bod yn llwyddiannus, beth sy'n digwydd nesaf? 

Bydd gan paneli grantiau ar draws Cymru eu gofynion penodol o ran darparu prawf o 

wariant ac adrodd yn ôl. Yn gyffredinol, mae paneli yn debygol o fod eisiau gwybod 

gan ymgeiswyr llwyddiannus sut mae'r arian wedi'i wario, beth sydd wedi mynd yn dda 

a beth fyddai ymgeiswyr yn ei wneud yn wahanol. Mae angen gwario’r arian grant 

erbyn Mawrth 31ain o’r flwyddyn ariannol cyfredol. Bydd angen i bob prosiect 

llwyddiannus ddarparu gwybodaeth monitro gan gynnwys astudiaeth achos. 
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ENGLISH 

What is the grant? 

This grant is specifically targeting youth-led volunteering activities across Wales. We 

define youth volunteering as volunteering between the ages of 14-25. Project ideas 

should be designed and delivered by young people.  

What can the grant be used for? 

The grant will prioritise projects that meet the goals of the Welsh Government’s Future 

Generations and Wellbeing Act. Projects should also have a positive impact on the 

wider community. 

Who is eligible for the grant? 

To apply, a project should be part of a wider group or organisation, which has access to 

a bank account. If this is not in place, you might wish to consider forming a partnership 

with a group or organisation with access to a bank account where the grant can be 

paid into.  

Our application has been successful, what happens next? 

Each grant panel across Wales will have their own specific requirements such as 

providing proof of expenditure and reporting. In general, panels will want to know how 

the money has been spent, what has gone well and what applicants would do 

differently if they could. All grants need to be spent by March 31st of the current 

financial year. Successful applicants must provide information about their projects 

through monitoring and case-studies. 
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
